Simultaneously,
grounds of arrest
writing must convey to the arrested
accused all basic facts on which he
was being arrested so as to provide
him an opportunity of defending
himself against custodial remand
to seek bail.

‘grounds of arrest’ would invariably

be personal to the accused and

‘reasons of arrest’

general in nature.

It has been noticed in number of
cases, that there is lot of confusion
regarding “Grounds of Arrest and
“Reasons for Arrest” and therefore in for
want of communication of grounds of
arrest in the manner as required by law,
the arrest of the accused is declared as
illegal and accused is released by
Hon’ble Court and it adversely affects the
investigation of the offence and grave

prejudice is caused to the prosecution.

The below mentioned format is an
attempt to explain the exercise to be
undertaken by investigating officer while
arrested the accused so as to comply
with the requirement of law and the
directions given by the Hon’ble High
Courts.

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The consequential changes would
be necessary in grounds in the said
intimation format, with reference to the
facts of the respective case.

So also, the Hon’ble Supreme

Court in the matter of Youth Bar

Association vs Union of India #, held that

the accused is entitled to get the copy of
FIR. Sometimes the FIR is not uploaded

on CCTNS and the accused makes

grievance regarding non receipt of FIR.

BNSS 47(1) make it mandatory to give
accused full particulars of the offence for
which he is arrested and therefore it
would be better to annex copy of FIR to
the said notice given to the accused

intimating him grounds of arrest.
